1. Old Business 

a. 2012 Budget Review / budget committee handouts  
The TM stated that the Selectmen had received the same budget info that the Budget Committee had received and the 2011 final expense printout would be available at the Budget Meeting on the 17th



a. Wright /Pierce Engineering contract 
Motion was made by D. Franklin / R. Davis to have the Town Manager sign the contract with Wright Pierce in the estimated amount of $5,400 for the design and blue prints for the replacement gate- no discussion on the motion – unanimous.

1. New Business 

a. Digitized mapping 
The TM stated that he had received bids from JW Sewall Co. and Eastern Mapping Services for updating the tax maps.  A discussion took place about the need for updating the maps that currently have not been professionally updated for 37 years.  
A motion was made by R. Davis / C. Dow to go with Eastern Mapping Service in the amount of $18,000- no discussion on the motion – unanimous

a. Fireworks / land use / ordinances
The TM recommended that the Planning Board add the language for Consumer Fireworks to the Land Use Ordinance to allow the sale in the commercial and industrial zones.  The Planning Board is scheduled to hold a public hearing on January 25th at 6:30pm

a. Tax Abatement reconsideration: $263.13 abatement to one Wendell Braley 
For a mobile home located at 55 Willow Drive which was granted by the Board on 12-21-11, Dow /Davis, unanimous.
The TM explained that the Park Owner no longer felt he wanted to pay a tax lien if the mobile home was not going to be released to him.  The TM stated that even though the taxes would be paid by someone else the owner of the MH would still be Wendell Braley
Motion was made by C. Dow / D. Franklin to rescind the motion and vote taken on 12/21/2011- no discussion on the motion - unanimous

                d.     Sebasticook Valley Hospital
