a.  Presentation of Awards, U.S. Marshall's Office: Officer Jeremy Damren, Newport Police  & RSU 19 School Principal Randy Gould U.S. Marshall Noel March presented plaques to Chief MacDaid, Newport Police Department and RSU 19 Principal Randy Gould as Certificates of Appreciation for the dedication in the education of "Bullying" and offering the students safe and positive school climate.  The Newport Police Department was also recognized for their School Resource Officer program (SRO).  Principal Gould recognized immediate staff for their time and effort in preparing the programs and education of students and teachers.  Chief MacDaid recognized all of his officers as well thanked Officer Jeremy Damren for this professionalism in dealing with a recent incident and Officer McCrillis exceptional role as SRO.



b.  Resident Larry Weston presented the Board with a letter and

1.  Main Street Bridge

Motion was made by D. Franklin/R. Davis to amend a resolve on truck weight limits on town roads from 70,000 lbs. to 69,000 or 34.5 ton to allow for better enforceability-no discussion on the motion- unanimous

2.  Pager, radio updates re: narrow banding

The Manager stated that the required upgrades went well, however the Public Works needs 1 truck radio replaced and the Fire Department will need to replace 3 truck radios and 3 portables at a coast of $4,913.25.

A motion was made to fund the Fire Department replacement radios in the amount of $4,913.25 from the Capitol Equipment Account-no discussion on the motion-unanimous




3.  Realty of Maine did a property sales analysis for 25 West Street property and feels the property should sell as is for between $35,000 and $40,000.  It was the consensus of the Board to put up a for sale sign on the lot and to do a write up on the town's web site.

Army Reserve & Construction

The Town Manager stated that he had been contacted by Lt. Bradbury and that the Army Guard would not be interested in rebuilding dirt roads but might be interested in working on the "River Walk"

5.  New Business


a.  Review of documents from Larry Merrithew Re Pickup

The Board reviewed 4 quotes from dealers concerning a new 1 ton -pickup w/V plow for the Public Works Department-O'Connor GMC Chev. -$27,977.00-Varney GMC-$29,294.00- Whited Ford - $31,200.00- Hight Ford Skowhegan- $31,200.

After some discussion a motion was made by R. Davis/D. Franklin to contact Varney GMC to see if they would meet the O'Connor quote of $26,977.00 and if they could not then go with O'Connor- no discussion on the motion- unanimous

Its was the consensus of the Board to sell the 2005 Chev pickup that Larry currently uses out right and not to try to us it as a trade-in. 


b.  Public Works Garage roof

The TM stated that the PW Garage roof has sustained some damage in the last storm and that the insurance agency was sending an adjuster up to look at it at on 05/09/11.  The TM shared with the Board the PW garage was about 60 years old and that the Infrastructure Committee has recommended a new PW facility be built.  The Board discussed having a feasibility study done on 2 locations 1) being the area of the new sand and salt shed 2) being the Industrial Park- It was the consensus of the Board to have Plymouth Engineering do a feasibility study of the 2 sites not to exceed $1,600.


c.  Grading Bid Contract

4 bids were received- Kurt Taylor @$70.00 per hour, Ron Paradis @$69.50 per hour, Gardner Const. @ $59.50 per hour and Wellman @$95.00 per hour-

After much discussion a motion was made by D. Franklin/R. Davis to approve the bid of Kurt Taylor for $70.00 per hour with an understanding that an adjustment may have to be made for any grading done after the 1st due to the cost of diesel fuel - no discussion on the motion- unanimous

6.  Warrant

The TM explained that there were bills being paid in the warrant for the Rec Dept totaling $8, 629 and the Rec. Budget will have to be watched very closely for the remainder of the year.

Motion was made by R. Davis/R. Davis to adjourn- no discussion on the motion unanimous
