1.  Public Works Filter system

2.  Generator for Town Office 
Town Manager presented details to the Select Board.  Server needs to stay on as it feeds to Public Safety building.  Bid from Maine Generator for $5770, $6,670 with labor.  A second proposal from Greater Maine for $7,350.  Town Manger recommends the Kohler (20kw) for $6,670.00.  Includes everything, labor, transfer switch.
