1. Call to Order – Meeting was called to order by Chairman Breitweg at 6:30pm

a. Pledge of allegiance 

2. Public Access - nothing

3. Consent Agenda

a. Approval of minutes from meetings held: 5-18-11, 5-24-11

Motion was made by R. Carr   / D. Franklin to approve the minutes from 05/18/2011 and 05/24/2011 as written – no discussion on the motion – unanimous

b. Communications

1. Roof insurance claim  

The Town Manager stated that the Town had received 2 checks from the insurance company for the recent damage to the PW Garage and is seeking a company to repair just the damage areas at this time.

                             2. Annual Town Employee Picnic, 07-16-11  

Update that the Annual Town Employee Picnic will be held on July 16th at the Darling Farm.

The TM showed pictures of some recent damage to the tennis court and even though it may look minor it needs to get repaired. Larry M. stated that the company that did the court last year is sending him a repair kit.  The PD will start patrolling the area on a more regular basis.

The TM reviewed a letter he had written to the railroad in reference to the lack of the promised work that was to be done on the Old Bangor Road crossing, there has been no work or correspondence with them since 09/14/2010.  

4. Old business 

a. Dirt Roads 

Much discussion took place concerning additional rebuild work on the Pratt & Rutland Roads.  F.C. Works & Sons has quoted he can do the work for $26,315.  Discussion also took place on Main Street sidewalk rebuild and what was the best direction for the Town to go in – completely rebuilding sections or just repairing the bad section.  It was the consensus of the Board to wait until the TM receives a quote from V. Thibodeau before proceeding with a plan.  

Motion was made by R. Carr / R. Davis to approve the rebuild work on the Pratt and Rutland Roads not to exceed the quote given by F.C. Works & Sons in the amount of $26,315- No discussion on the motion – Vote 3-1 (Franklin)

b. Paving update 

Paving contractor V. Thibodeau has submitted all the required insurance and bonding paperwork and should start the paving shortly.

5. New business 

a. RSU 19 Budget  

Superintendent Braun outlined the 2011-2012 RSU 19 Budget detailing Newport’s portion of the budget.  There will be a Budget Meeting and Nokomis Regional High School on June 7, 2011 and a Budget Validation Referendum Vote on June 14, 2011 to take place in all 8 communities that make up RSU 19.

b. Budget review 

The TM review the Town’s expenditures to date and outline lines items that he felt may have over drafts at the end of the fiscal year.  The rising cost of fuel, diesel and propane are that major factors.  He will keep the Board updated as needed.

The TM reported to the Board that Officer Steve Morrill has resigned from the PD and will be joining the State Police.  Discussion took place on advertizing for a new hire or to wait awhile.  The TM would like to wait for advertizing to see if the State Police reimburses the Town for Steve’s Academy certification.
