                             1. 2016 Tax Bills                                                  

Town Manager explained the results of election and how the RSU#19 must operate.  Town Manager also updated board on the if the Town changes to the 18 month budget, the increase would be a 2.3 increase.   Recommends staying with the current fiscal year. Can look at it again once the school issue is settled.  Breitweg would rather see no votes from Newport board members than the supporting votes the school is receiving; would like to set criteria; Town Manager explained that the board cannot set the criteria yet appointment for the School Board could be put out to the public.   Paid since January.  Now 242 for the rest of the year.  Select Board Russell questioned the what would happen when all the schools are consolidated.  Town Manager suggested if board wanted to do anything; would be to make the school board adopt a finance committee.  Would be nonvoting; could be town managers, select board, citizens at large.  Currently there are 2 citizens in town that are in beginning stages of committee to educate people and encourage them to attend the meetings.  Must have well written materials to present.  Select Board Carson suggest we tell the citizens how the Select Board feels.  Showing numbers to explain exactly how the taxes will be affected and the top 20 salaries for administrative professional. Select Board agrees that the Town should stay with the current fiscal year and hold off on the 18 month budget.

              a. ATV Access routes 
Town Manager has reached out to Maine Municipal concerning the liability the town has if allowing ATV’s; MMA has advised that there is no liability if signage is according to state regulations.  Questions concerning allowing ATV’s vs motorcycles; the State is also struggling with this issue.  Towns in Maine have opened their whole towns to ATV’s; Town Manager has spoken with IF&W Game Warden concerning ATV’s on the road way, was informed that a town street is not a trail system so the staying the 1500 or riding from trail head does not apply.  Concern with Board and citizen is if opened up to allow Town Manager feels if open North, Grove There will be complaints; and how to handle.  Councilor Carson asked how many people this effects and whether or not there is a need to “allow” people are already riding the roads to get trail side access; Citizen Kerry Carrsley explained that some like to know it is legal rather than ride without permission.   Select Russell thinks it sets a standard that everyone is aware.  Local PD not an issue; other law enforcement (Sheriff) more likely to stop an ATV.  Town Manager informed the Board that Town Meeting would be the authority with a Public Hearing.    Chair Davis asked for Public Hearing at next meeting on July 20th.
