1. Call to Order

b. Communications 

1. Police applicant update: I briefed board members on the

Number of applications received for the department, 20 non certified and five certified. The police chief has narrowed the search to two certified officers with interviews set for Wednesday of next week.

2. IRS audit update: After all records were obtained pursuant to the IRS audit the total due to the internal revenue should not exceed $2,767.37, which is down considerably from the 30,000 plus they had originally identified. Final numbers will not be known until the IRS notifies the town at a later date.

3. 2011 Tax commitment: I told the board that the mil rate stayed at the 14.7 rate for 2011. Residents should not see any fluctuation in tax bills excepting depreciation, new construction ,etc. 

4. Kiosk: Reminded board members of the middle school teacher who has taken on the task of constructing an informational kiosk at the boat landing or fish ladder. Materials will be at no cost to the town but the Instructor, project manager Skip Walsh has asked for public works assistance in digging the holes and placement for the posts. 

5. Grader price increase: board members were reminded of the price increase per hour for grading services submitted by Kirk Taylor. His $70.00 per hour price is firm for the first grading but he is asking for an increase to $75.00 for the second grading. Informational, no action taken.

6. Transfer station: Reported that Adam Noyes has asked the board to consider taking non-msw from surrounding communities to boost revenues. Currently looking at the same fee schedule as we now provide to the Town of Plymouth for this service. No action taken, will be placed on the agenda for our next meeting. 

7. Funeral of John Buckland:  I reminded the members that John Bucklands funeral will be held at 11:00 on Friday at the Methodist Church in Corinna. The Town Office will be closed from 10 to 1 so employees can attend.    

4. Old business 

a. Cemeteries

1. Dept of corrections: Prisoners from Charleston have been scheduled for late September /October.

2. Fencing bid: bids were mailed directly to Newport Fence and ADA Fence to be returned by the 15th for fencing in front of the Stuart Rowe Cemetery.  

3. Hall Cemetery account / Riverside account: There was some confusion about what these two revenue accounts actually represent, and how the moneys can be expended. I explained that the cook Cemetery Account is really moneys left in a trust for perpetual care of several graves in Riverside Cemetery. Moneys could be deducted on a per grave cost from this account but funds could not simply be used elsewhere in the cemetery. I also briefed the board on the status of North Street and the Hall Cemetery.   

b. Beach rebuild: Meeting set for 9:00 on 7-7-11 between myself and Me DEP in Bangor. 

c. Dirt road rebuild status: All work is nearly completed with the exception of some final grade and ditching. 

d. 2011 Paving schedule: Paving contractor will be here by the third week of this month to complete contracted work.
