Bids opened and documented by Town Clerk Paula Scott, Assistant Clerk Shawna Varrelmann.

#2 Plymouth Engineering                 $21,300

Each Selectmen present received a copy of the two bid proposals. I explained to the board that I wanted them to have an idea of the actual costs for engineering services that could only be known by reviewing the bids. Everyone was disappointed that of the four firms contacted for quotes only two responded. Board members were reminded of the budget committee meeting to be held Tuesday night at the town office. I suggested that the entire board could review the two proposals received with two possible members of the building committee.   

At the very least board members will be able to accurately answer questions on engineering costs of the garage project for the upcoming budget and town meeting .     

In other business I explained that Detroit Motors lowered their bid from $6,500 to $6,000 as the amount they would pay for the 2005 pickup. This was due to the vehicle needing a gas tank part and four new tires. Board voted to convey the truck for $6,000, Franklin / Dow, unanimous. (This

would mean that Detroit motors would actually write the Town of Newport a check for $1,200 and the new v-plow and installation on the new pickup)
