1. Tax Commitment     
Tax bills have been sent out (1.5 mil increase).  Town Manager referenced informational letter sent to Select Board on July 6th.  The RSU has scheduled a District meeting on July 28, 2016 with a Validation Referendum on August 9th.  Town Managers in the District have not received any numbers or breakdown on School Budget.  Discussion on School Budget scenarios.  Select Board Franklin requested a line by line of expenses, detailed, once again.  Town Manager will ask for a more detailed report.  Select Board Franklin – how can a School continually overspend every year.  Select Board members request that the Superintendent and Chair of School Board attend the next Select Board meeting (August 17) 



Town of Corinna’s Town Manager, Serena Bemis-Goodall has asked that the Select Board support her on MMA’s Policy Committee as an alternate candidate.

b.  2016 Paving 
Discussion:  sink hole near corner of Main St. and Water St., has been packed and filled many times
c. Transfer Station Rebuild   
1. Cardboard compactor
2. Container   
Since last meeting cardboard compactor has been rebuilt.  $439 spent on metal and $2,000 to 3,000 spent on labor.  Town Manager updated Select Board on equipment at Transfer Station and asked Chair Davis for guidance in the direction of the Board.  Need to discuss an engineer to determine which way the town should move forward with.    June 27th – Tom Maguire $60,089.00 for 2 new bailers.   The town would need to provide a building and rebuild the grounds higher.  Engineer study -  Plymouth Engineering recommended looking at both. Select Board Breitweg in favor of compactor and not an excavator.  Plymouth Engineering and Dirigo Engineering to come back to the town with cost.  Town manager recommends.  Town Manager will draft letter on the Select Boards recommendation; Select Board Franklin recommends compactor also.  Select Board Breitweg asked Chair Davis to call for motion on Compactor and to include the electric to have easy access and dry.  Chair Davis asked if the compacter repair would last awhile.    Bids received are for an open top.  Town Manager will ask for new prices and bring to next meeting.

5. New Business 
a. 2016 / 2017 Fuel bid review 
AE Robinson had best price.  $1.71 for #2, propane at $1.08 and diesel $1.89. Contract signed.
Cemetery Rd property purchase.  Expansion to cemetery riverside; from cemetery account.  The land should have been part to the cemetery years ago.  $5,100 balance.

Closed at 7:38 p.m.  Suggestion is to have another public hearing.  For August 17.  PUBLIC HEARING.  Select Board Carson would like to see a trial period to see how things go after the first year.

Select Board Franklin suggest that we stop paying RSU#19 until we get requested report, need to use our leverage – hold check until further notice, hold 90 days if allowed per law (until school delivers requested report).  Why 1.6 over, what are they spending money on, when are they going to pay our money due?
