1. Award Presentations  

Police Chief Macdaid presented plaques to Selectman Russell thanking him for helping to equip the training room and to Mr. Lovely for putting the Police Department in one of his buildings at no charge while the new building was being built.
Town Manager updated the Select Board on the Lougee appeal, now going to Superior Court. 
Discussed the need for a new mower for public works.  Model and prices reviewed.  Husqvarna (48” size) will be purchased for $2799, $2,000 from Public works budget, the remainder will need to come from the revenue account for cemetery maintenance.  Selectman Russell asked if funds were available for a Kubota as it is a better model.  Public Works currently has a simplicity and a Kubota and the Simplicity is still running.

Town Manger briefed the Select Board on the sewer extension.  Largest sewer (septic) system in Newport will be within 1700 feet of the only water source.  State of Maine Department of Education has indicated cost they would put towards the sewer main extension would be 1 to 1.5 million, in the process of cost estimates.  Select Board asked if permits have been secured, not known as Oak Point is doing that part of it.  A lot of questions need to be answered concerning old lagoons and will they be removed; there will be a meeting with DEP soon. Select Board Russell asked if surrounding homes would need to tie into sewer.  State has rule 500 feet must tie into sewer, town has ordinance if new construction or any sort within 1000 ft.
Town Manager attended a meeting at the school concerning the proposed budget; attendance about 75 people; proposed increase of 21 and 23% increase.  The Board voted Monday night to only support 4% increase over 2015-2016 for 16&17.  School Board will need to reduce by $579,000.  Information given $376,000 additional local funds needed from towns.  $962,000 raised last year in local funds the school administration over estimated $650,000 of revenue that needs to be made up somewhere at the Superintendents level.  Best estimate 2 or 2.5 mil this year if budget is increased.  A motion on Monday to have May 31 for town ratification and June 14th with the State Primary for final.   Selectmen Carson asked if there was any discussion on the shortfall; none noted.  If the construction bond goes through and be secured by end of June; there will be approx. $375,000 repaid to the operating budget that was previously spent on engineering with Oak Point.

Town Manager has had multiple complaints concerning the noise level at Moosehead Trail Campground, there is no local ordinance at this time.  Penobscot Drive residents Ed Mclaughin  – has completed some research with other communities, Augusta, Sanford, Saco and York have ordinances. Requesting some monitoring to see if noise level is loud.  Would like to go forward with a town ordinance.  Kevin Milligan - Noise is unacceptable; cannot have a conversation or hear TV inside of homes.  Public was under the understanding this would only happen 1 Saturday a month; moves the windows is so loud. Police were called and 20 minutes later the level was back up again.  Select Board Carson read a letter from Debbie Ferrell as to noise level within their home; requesting that a decibel level be set. Maxine Pare – discussed decibel levels and the level of loudness.  Concerned about hearing loss and safety.  Would like to see provisions put in place.  Gave suggestions on solutions (curtains or industrial panels) Mr. Lovely is working on solutions –putting in a building, speakers being redirected in another month work should be completed.  Once a month is planned for the entertainment.  Select Board Carson questioned if the Band could turn this down.  Chair Davis closed the public comment.

               d. 2016 Paving RFP review 
Bids came in between $56.30 to $59.60 a ton last year was $71.35. B&B Paving lowest in cost per ton; contacted on reclaiming per yard including gravel - the number calculated $2.24 a square yard; $1.55 is the recalculation.  Compared to the next lowest – the material in bid was much less.  List of roads to be identified; Town Manager and Public Works Director will be reviewing.  $105, 000 to $108,000 will be left to spend, water and sewer will have work to do also.  Select Board asked if any issues with this paving company last year; Minor issues that the Town Manager worked with the Company on.
